
Instruction using Dundjinni to make the effects on this picture



Add the basic floor and object
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Wall shade

Apply to edge for transition

Will look like this
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Using different shades of the 
Transparent wall sands, draw the sand 
Where you want it.

Notice:
When you overlap two different shades
You get a darker color on the overlap

You may have to move 
Object up to get depth
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Add any plant effect you want under
The water

Applying more sand walls over
The plants, you will get the effect
Of the plant under water in and 
Around sand
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Different wall shades of
Black are applied to get
Depth.

Watch the black transitions
They can get strong and 
Leave lines. I made 7 
Shades.

Surface waves
